Scholarship Application and Criteria

The Most Excellent Grand Chapter of Holy Royal Arch Masons Jurisdiction of 
North Carolina, Inc. annually awards scholarships to deserving graduating high 
school seniors, to assist with funding their college education. The scholarships 
are  awarded  annually,  in  February,  during  the  Grand  Chapter’s  Annual 
Convocation.  In  order  to  be  eligible,  the  applicant  must  meet  the  following 
criteria: 

1. Be a graduating high school Senior at the time the scholarship is awarded.
2. Plan to attend an accredited 4-year College or University.
3. Submit a Completed Application packet. 
4. Have a minimum 2.0 GPA on a 4.0 scale. 

All  scholarship  awards  will  be  issued  in  the  awardees  name  directly  to  the 
college/university  upon  proof  of  enrollment.  Students  should  return  the 
completed application packet to their Guidance Counselor, the Companion from 
which they received their application or they can mail it to the Grand Chapter 
Student Committee by January 9, 2012. All applications must be received by the 
Grand Chapter’s Student Aid Committee by January 20, 2012 at the address 
below:

 1 page biographical sketch

 One letter of recommendation from a School Official
 Two letters of recommendation from a Community/Church/Civic leader
 College Letter of acceptance, if applicable
